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Reports – 

 Transport Troy (Pam) – On-street bikeway consisting of bicycle lanes, shared lanes, and cycle 
tracks, is complete save for an est. ½-mile gap. Collar City Ramble (9/22) will feature kayak rides, 
walks, and bicycle rides on the new bikeway. Troy moving ahead! 

 CDTA/BikeShare – Usage increased over 2017 with 4,500 members and 350 bicycles. Bicycle 
stands are “everywhere!” BikeShare has tremendous first-time-ever data on ride routes, duration, 
pickup and drop-off points, etc. Will be invaluable in future planning of the City of Albany’s bicycle 
network. “How-to” classes held for new share members.

Western Ave. is a too-wide, interurban-style road with little 
parking, a gap between the design and posted speeds, and relatively few traffic conflict points. 
Would be the area’s major bicycle route. 
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 Capital Region Complete Streets – Committee reactivated with plans to seek dedicated funding 

for complete streets projects with an emphasis on Albany’s bicycle network and pedestrian 
accommodations.
